The Working Group on the establishment of a Registration Authority for Environmental Assessment Practitioners (EAPs) is pleased to invite all EAPs to the launch event of the Environmental Assessment Practitioners Association of South Africa (EAPASA). Individual EAPs from the Working Group, the ICB, and all other interested stakeholders will resolve, as founding members, to establish EAPASA in terms of its proposed Constitution on 7 April 2011 (10h30 to 12h30).
Once EAPASA has been established, Board members will be nominated and selected for the new organisation. EAPASA will apply to the Minister of Water and Environmental Affairs to be recognised as a Registration Authority in terms of Section 24H of the National Environmental Management Amendment Act (NEMA), Act 107 of 1998. Once EAPASA is recognised, the Minister will publish a date by which all EAPs practicing in terms of NEMA must be registered. This date will provide for a reasonable phase-in period of between 18 months and 3 years.

The Consultative Process, initiated through a MoU between the Interim Certification Board (ICB) and the Department of Environmental Affairs (DEA) in 2005, has pursued the following outcomes towards the establishment of a Registration Authority for EAPs in SA: 
· the registration of a National Qualification Standard, achieved in 2008 (Advanced Certificate: Environmental Assessment Practice);
· the establishment of a representative and effectively operational registration body; and, 
· an effective legal requirement for compulsory registration of practitioners. 
The process has specifically sought to engage stakeholders in the content of a proposal document which details the constitution, registration process and criteria, code of conduct and sanction processes, structure, and draft 3-year business plan of the Association.
