Your motivation should be structured so that it responds explicitly to each and every requirement for certification, as laid down in the Information Booklet.  Please do not send your standard curriculum vitae to the ICB as your motivation.  Advice on how best to structure your motivation for certification is provided below.

· Your application should be accompanied by a signed declaration that documentation submitted is valid and correct. 

· Applications will only be processed on receipt of signed hardcopies of the application form, register form, and sponsor forms.

PLEASE STRUCTURE YOUR MOTIVATION FOR CERTIFICATION AS FOLLOWS:

1. QUALIFICATIONS

Clearly indicate whether, and how, the requirement for interdisciplinary study, covering both the biophysical and socioeconomic environment, and an environmental assessment component, has been met in your academic training.  In doing so: 

i. List the degree/s and/or diploma/s you hold, academic institution from which degree or diploma was awarded.

ii. List any short course/s you’ve attended, and academic institution or person/s responsible for such course/s.

iii. Please provide whatever further information, justification or personal statement you think may help the Board to judge the environmental content of the degree/diploma/courses involved.

2. EXPERIENCE

On the basis of your academic qualifications, state clearly how you believe your experience in undertaking EA work in responsible charge would be sufficient to meet the requirements of certification.  In doing so: 

i. Provide succinct information on your experience in undertaking environmental assessment work, giving the number of years employed, your employer, your position and range of responsibilities.

ii. Explicitly identify those projects in which you have been in responsible charge of an EA.  That is, those projects where you have been the lead practitioner in managing the EA process.  

iii. Whatever further justification, personal statement or additional information you think may help the Interim Certification Board to judge the appropriateness of your professional experience, possibly including letters from past employers.

v. Systematic and explicit assessment of impacts, and evaluation of their potential significance.

vi. Mitigation, management and monitoring of impacts [including environmental management plans/programmes, systems].

vii. Having a working knowledge of current environmental laws and policies.

viii. Knowing when to involve specialists, and drawing up sound Terms of Reference for them.

ix. Managing and coordinating, and integrating the findings of, an interdisciplinary team.

x. Sound written and verbal communication.

4. OTHER

7. SPONSORSHIP OF APPLICATION

· or, referees whose names appear on the ICB’s List of Referees; 
· or, respected individuals in the field of EA who are familiar with you and your work, 
It is strongly advised that you try to utilize two certified EAPSA or ICB referees (refer to list of referees) as sponsors , or at least one. Should no certified EAPSA or ICB referees be known to you, it is recommended that you select individuals  who are well respected in the field of environmental assessment.  If neither of your sponsors is a designated ICB referee or certified EAP, there is a strong possibility that you will be required to undergo an interview with such a referee as part of the application process.

ii. Please note that:

· Your two sponsors must not be employed by/at the same organisation. 
· Sponsors should be asked to complete the attached forms and return their confidential replies directly to the Secretariat. 

Please provide your sponsors with all the necessary information they require to complete your sponsor forms.  In order to facilitate the processing of your application, it is essential that you provide your sponsors with the necessary and appropriate information and documentation in order that they may fulfil their role adequately. This supporting documentation should not simply comprise your curriculum vitae.  Rather, it should consist of an abridged CV, covering your academic qualifications and training, and work experience.  In addition, you should provide clearly structured text showing explicitly how your education, training and working experience has equipped you with the core competencies necessary to satisfy the stipulated certification requirements (as set out in Section 4 of the INFORMATION BOOKLET).
